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SAMSUN AHSAP CAMILERINDE LALE MOTIFININ KULTUREL BELLEK
VE TASARIM BAGLAMINDA iNCELENMESI

Ozet

Bu calisma, Samsun ilinde yer alan ahsap camilerdeki bezeme gelenegi icerisinde 6nemli
bir yere sahip olan lale motifinin kiiltiirel ve estetik baglamini incelemeyi ve bu mirasi
cagdas tasarim Tlretimi araciligiyla goriiniir kilmayr amaglamaktadir. Anadolu’nun
tarihsel birikimi igerisinde mimari slisleme unsurlar1 yalnizca dekoratif 6geler degil, ayni
zamanda kiiltiirel bellegin tastyicilaridir.

Arastirma kapsaminda Carsamba ilgesinde bulunan Kocakavak Koyii Cami ile Porsuk
Koyii Cami 6rneklem olarak belirlenmistir. Saha incelemeleri sonucunda kap: kanatlari,
minber ve ahsap yiizeylerde yer alan bitkisel kompozisyonlar belgelenmis; lale motifinin
kivrik dal, hatayi ve yaprak unsurlariyla kurdugu estetik biitiinliik analiz edilmistir.
Motifin kompozisyon i¢indeki konumu, simetri anlayis1 ve detaylarda goriilen bilingli
cesitlenme degerlendirilmistir.

Elde edilen veriler dogrultusunda lale motifi, Samsun Olgunlasma Enstitiisii ¢ini
atolyesinde alt1 farkli form lizerinde yeniden yorumlanmis; geleneksel kompozisyon
semas1 korunurken ¢agdas yiizey diizenlemeleri gelistirilmistir. Uretilen tasarimlar grafik
uygulamalarla desteklenerek pul ve posta karti calismalarina doniistiiriilmistiir. Boylece
mimari bezemeden gorsel iletisim nesnesine uzanan ¢ok katmanli bir aktarim siireci
olusturulmustur.

Calisma, yerel mimari mirasin belgelenmesi, korunmasi ve tasarim yoluyla yeniden
tiretilmesinin kiiltiirel siirdiiriilebilirlik agisindan 6nemini ortaya koymaktadir. Geleneksel

motiflerin  disiplinlerarast yaklasimla degerlendirilmesi, Samsun’un ahsap cami
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bezemelerinin ulusal ve uluslararasi 6l¢ekte tanitimina katki saglamay1 hedeflemektedir.

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FROM TRADITION TO THE FUTURE

THE TULIP MOTIF IN SAMSUN’S WOODEN MOSQUES A STUDY IN THE
CONTEXT OF CULTURAL MEMORY AND DESIGN

Abstract

This study aims to examine the cultural and aesthetic context of the tulip motif, which
occupies a significant place within the ornamental tradition of wooden mosques in Samsun
province, and to render this heritage visible through contemporary design production. Within
the historical accumulation of Anatolia, architectural decorative elements function not merely
as ornamental components but also as carriers of cultural memory.

Within the scope of the research, Kocakavak Village Mosque and Porsuk Village Mosque,
located in the Carsamba district, were selected as case studies. As a result of field
investigations, vegetal compositions found on door panels, the minbar, and wooden surfaces
were documented; the aesthetic integrity established by the tulip motif in relation to curved
branches, hatayi motifs, and leaf elements was analyzed. The position of the motif within the
composition, the understanding of symmetry, and the deliberate variation observed in details
were evaluated.

Based on the obtained data, the tulip motif was reinterpreted on six different forms at the tile
workshop of Samsun Olgunlagma Institute. While preserving the traditional compositional
schema, contemporary surface arrangements were developed. The resulting designs were
supported by graphic applications and transformed into stamp and postcard designs. Thus, a
multilayered transmission process extending from architectural ornamentation to visual
communication objects was established.

The study demonstrates the importance of documenting, preserving, and reproducing local

architectural heritage through design in terms of cultural sustainability. Evaluating traditional
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motifs through an interdisciplinary approach aims to contribute to the promotion of Samsun’s

wooden mosque ornamentation at both national and international levels.
